Fill in or use a ruler to build a simple but clear data table of each example.  Remember you want your table to show REGULAR increments and be completely labeled.  Also remember that a data table is NOT a graph!!!  Question 1 has a simple one for you.
1.  Some kids were playing basketball at Lisa’s house.  In the first minute, only one kid got a basket.  In the second minute, 3 baskets were made.  In the third minute, no baskets were made.  In the fourth and fifth minute, 2 baskets were made each minute.  In the last minute, 4 baskets were made.
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2.  Make a data table that shows the information summarized below, including how many female and male teachers completed the entire walkathon distance and how many did not.

Twenty teachers participated in the walkathon.  16 of the teachers were female and 4 were male.  9 of the females walked the total distance of the route, and 7 did not.  3 of the male teachers walked the entire distance, and 1 did not.  

3.  Sam dropped three different bouncy balls from his balcony.  The largest ball was 18 cm in diameter and bounced 9 meters high.  The middle sized ball was 11 cm in diameter and bounced 5.5 meters high.  The small one was 5 cm in diameter and bounced 10 meters high.  
4.  Jen asked some of her classmates about their favorite gum type.  She found that 13 liked Orbit the best, 19 liked “5” gum the best, and 2 liked Hubba-Bubba the best.  4 couldn’t decide.

5.  The Sacred Detura plant slowly curls open its trumpet shaped white flowers at dusk.  In August, you can actually sit and watch them open.  Make a table of the number of blossoms and when they opened in Abby’s neighborhood.  At 6:00 none had opened.  By 7:00, 3 had opened.  By 7:30 5 more had opened.  By 8:00 10 more had opened.  Between 8-9:00 7 more opened.
